Background


David Chen is president of Tidalwave, a semiconductor design facility.  UMC has aquired a controlling interest in Tidalwave and David.  UMC is Taiwan’s second largets semiconductor company (the first is a custom silicon house), with annual revenues of $450MM USD, and profits of $150MM USD.


UMC already produces 486 based chipsets for the notebook and sub-notebook market.  Their primary interest is in portable devices.  They intend to produce a ‘PDA’ chipset, with design commencing in September.  Major activity is to identify the target operating system. 


UMC supplies notebook chipsets to the top 20 computer manufacturers in Taiwan.  They also name Sharp and Toshiba as customers


Product


We discussed the needs of a Mobile Companion chipset, and provided out chipset requirements presentation.  Despite our 386 emphasis, UMC expects to produce a 486 based chipset.  They claim they can do this for under $50, and with better power characterisitcs than Intel 386 chips.  Most important, UMC does not own a 386 core.  No information on chipcount/footprint was provided.


UMC would liek to get further information on the WinPad design, and in particular want to be able to run WinPad to help them model their chipset.


A prelimianry specification is expectedto be available from UMC ‘soon’.
