System Requirements
Microsoft Internet Explorer is designed to work with Windows 95 or Windows NT 4.0. It requires a minimum of 8 MB of memory, 1–3 MB* of hard-disk space, and a modem. A 14.4-bps or faster modem is recommended for optimum performance.

*This requirement assumes you already have an Internet provider. If you have no provider, an additional 10–15 MB is required to install the components for MSN™, The Microsoft Network.
