Improved network integration services: Streamline and expand your network with the greatly-improved DNS server, the Distributed Component Object Model (DCOM) that lets you develop component applications that communicate across networks, and built-in support for Novell's NetWare Directory Services.


Q. If the customer has Win 95 or Windows for Workgroups, do they need Lantastic or Novell Lite?


A. No, the Microsoft operatring systmes have already all the necessary networking services included in the box. Windows NT Server offers the opportunity to pool resources and new services in a single and reliable PC. The Server PC might be a little bit more expansive but it can also be used by a user on occasions.


Q.	Is your existing peer-to-peer network not able to handle your current needs?


A.	If you’re currently running Windows® 95, Windows® for Workgroups, Personal NetWare, NetWare Lite, or LANtastic®, and your system is reaching capacity or doesn’t offer the security you need,  �Windows NT Server is a good choice as a networking foundation that can grow with your business. It is the best server for Windows 95-based clients. Adding Windows NT Server to an existing peer-to-peer network is easy to do and increases the capacity and capabilities of the network by increasing security, providing automatic backup, and enabling users to dial in from their notebook PCs while on the road.


Q. How does the Open License program work?


A. The Open License offers tiered pricing, based on your initial order quantity. The higher your volume, the greater your discount. Open License products are divided into three product pools: Application, System, and Server. To recognize your investment in a broad range of Microsoft products, all licenses you obtain within a particular product pool can be added together to help you reach a better price level. The Open License price level is based on the total number of units within the pool in your initial order, and will apply for any reorders you place through the Open License throughout the two-year agreement . 


For instance, if you initially order 200 units from the Application Pool, any reorders you place for Applications over the next two years of your license agreement will receive level B pricing, even if these reorders contain fewer than 200 units. You are not required to place any additional orders, but should you choose to take advantage of this option, reorders must be for a minimum of 10 units from the same product pool as your initial order. 


Because certain licenses represent a greater investment than others, the Open License is based on the "unit value" of the licenses you order, not the number of licenses. Each individual license carries a unit value of at least one; some licenses count for higher unit values. A unit value of two does not imply that you receive two separate licenses, but it does mean that you reach the minimum 20-unit order for an Open License twice as quickly! The Open License Estimated Retail Price List contains a listing of all of the products available through the program, along with their associated unit values. 


Play Only for the License: The Microsoft Open License also saves you money by not including disks and documentation. You pay for the license rights, not the additional packaging you don't need. If you don't already have the product you wish to install, simply purchase a full package or a separate disk set for the product to obtain the disks. Additional manuals or Microsoft Press® books are also available separately to satisfy the various documentation needs of your company. 


Upgrade Advantage: The Open License has a variety of license types available, whether you want to obtain new product licenses, upgrade your existing licenses, or enhance your existing license usage rights. The Open License Upgrade Advantage goes beyond version upgrades, allowing you to not only upgrade to the current version of a product, but if Microsoft releases any upgrades, major or minor, to the product you have enrolled in Upgrade Advantage during the term of your agreement, you are entitled to that current version. Upgrade Advantage is a great solution to help you protect your investment in information technology, and is only available through Microsoft's volume licensing programs.
