Microsoft® Schedule+ for Windows( 95 Deployment Guide


General Deployment Rules:


Upgrade mail and scheduling clients at the same time.


Schedule+ for Windows 95 always requires the Microsoft Exchange client on the front end, therefore when a user upgrades to Schedule+ for Windows 95, she will also have to upgrade to the Microsoft Exchange mail client.  Our custom message types for meeting messages required that the Microsoft Exchange client be used.  However, the fact that Schedule+ for Windows 95 requires the Microsoft Exchange client on the front end does not mean that we require a Microsoft Exchange Server.  Schedule+ is tightly integrated into Microsoft Exchange Server and leverages many of its capabilities, but it will also work against a Mail 3.x server in a similar fashion to the way Schedule+ 1.0 works today.





Upgrade owner and assistant at the same time.


Because Schedule+ 1.0 cannot read or write details of Schedule+ for Windows 95 calendar, if a user has an assistant who regularly manages his calendar, then they both should upgrade to Schedule+ for Windows 95 at the same time.  With both the owner and assistant upgrading together, the assistant will continue to be able to read and write details in the owner’s calendar.


 


Upgrade resources last. 


If the resource accounts remain at 1.0, all users (Schedule+ 1.0 or Schedule+ for Windows 95) will be able to view the details of the schedule.  However, Schedule+ for Windows 95 users will not be able to directly enter (i.e. write) appointments. Schedule+ for Windows 95 users will have to invite the resource to the meeting.  Upgrading resources last provides the most exposure to details. Once a customer has upgrade 50+% of the users to 7.0, then the tide turns and changing the resource to Schedule+ for Windows 95 format may be more beneficial.





If the customer migrates the resource accounts to 7.0, 1.0 users will only be able to view the free\busy times of the resource and will have to invite the resource via a meeting request.
