* Not intended to replace full function emulators like PC5250, Host On Demand,
etc. for purposes of "heads-down" data entry type of operations

— Does not include graphics, EHLAPPI, DDE functionality
— Does not provide keyboard mapping
— Does not support certain keys the way PC5250 does (i.e., Field EXxit)

* Does not include Printer Emulation (push to printer)
— i5/0S strategy is Internet Printing Protocol (IPP) printing

— System i Access for Web provides capability to convert spooled files to
PDF

* No direct interaction with server, so unsolicited server messages can't be
received.
— Need to request refresh to see break messages

* Does not include file transfer from session
