delivered new results on SPEC CPU2000, which comprises the SPEC CFP2000 and SPEC CINT2000
benchmark suites.

The scores for the x460 at 2.83GHz and 3.0GHz processor speeds are summarized in the table. These
SPECint and SPECfp scores were achieved using a single processor and are the first scores published
at these processor speeds.
