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HCM Service Level 4 is available!

With Service Level 4 (SL4), Hardware Configuration Manager for MVS (HCM) has modified the support to define and edit CTC connections. It is now
possible to display, define and manipulate CTC connections where SCTC control units (CUs) are reused by multiple connections.

Modified CTC User Interface The CTC related user interface now accomplished an easy and effective way to create, view, and edit CTC connections.

Figure 1. HCM Diagram with two SCTC Connections

Since SCTC CUs are not displayed as visible objects in the configuration diagram (only their cables are shown), they cannot be selected directly for
editing.

Therefore the "SCTC Connections..." dialog (see Figure 2) will be used as the starting point to work with the already defined SCTC connections, or to
establish new SCTC connections.

With the "Edit SCTC Connection" dialog shown in Figure 3 you can view all control units and I/O devices comprising the selected SCTC connection. The
dialog shows two lists, side by side.

The left-hand listbox shows all of the control units connected to the CTC CHPID that represent images available via the CNC CHPID.

There is at least one entry per image, even if there is no control unit connected that represents the partition, in which case all data columns except
"Destination on ..." will be blank.

The right-hand listbox analogously displays the connections from the perspective of the CNC CHPID, i.e. it displays all of the control units that
represent images via the CTC CHPID.

When CTC connections are defined and there are already SCTC CUs connected through shared channels, HCM shows a dialog to accept/reject the
proposed SCTC CUs for reuse. This behavior supports the user in a way to create as few SCTC CUs as necessary.

Recommended Usage The CTC user interface is flexible enough to allow several ways of accomplishing the same results. The following will illustrate
this:




Define a mixture of SCTC and BCTC devices on the same CU. For example: 4010,4 SCTC and 4014,4 BCTC

1. create the entire device range as SCTC with the "Add New..." button (4010,8 SCTC)
2. choose the "I/O Devices..." button, select 4014 through 4017 and select "Edit..."
3. change the device type to BCTC.

Gaps in the device/Unitadd range, can also be handled well in this manner.
The alternative is a lot more work:

. create the first 4 SCTC devices with the "Add New..." button (4010,4 SCTC)

. edit the CU <-> Processor relation with the "CU<>Proc..." button, select the processor and choose the "Edit..." button

. change the Unitadd range from 4 to 8, and click on "Ok"

. choose the "I/O Devices..." button, choose "Create..." and create 4014 through 4017 as BCTC, specify an appropriate unit address if gaps are
wanted in the device/Unitadd range, such as 4010,4 SCTC and 4016,2 BCTC.
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Thus, you find it easier to create the entire range of devices with one device type (as SCTC) first, and afterwards edit or delete devices from that
range.
