Internet vs. intranet searching

When considering search functionality, 

most people immediately think of their 

favorite Internet search engine.

OmniFind Enterprise Edition provides  

a unique, more effective approach to 

document-level security. In addition to 

indexing security data about what 

users and groups have access to a 

given document, OmniFind Enterprise 

Edition can verify access privileges 

with the owning Lotus Notes/Domino 

server or other source to ensure the 

user still has access to the documents. 

This means it always honors the most 

current Domino security settings,  

regardless of how fast access privileges  

change. By honoring these native  

access controls, OmniFind Enterprise 

Edition goes beyond basic search  

solutions to ensure that users see only 

the documents they are authorized to 

see, every time. With real-time security 

integrations, you can help ensure your 

organization’s sensitive data won’t be 

exposed to the risk of unauthorized  

access. OmniFind Enterprise Edition 

also supports single sign-on  

authentication through IBM WebSphere  

Application Server Lightweight  

Third-Party Authentication for Lotus 

Notes/Domino, Lotus QuickPlace and 

Domino Document Manager.
