WebSphere Data Interchange for Multiplatforms, V3.2
and WebSphere Data Interchange for z/OS, version 3.2 (formerly IBM Datalnterchange) are now
offered as part of the WebSphere platform, providing tighter integration with WebSphere MQ Integrator
and WebSphere Business Integration.
