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IBM TPC Reporter for Disk  
 

 

Overview of Process: 

 

The IBM TPC Reporter for Disk is a Java 2 Platform application that connects remotely to a workstation 

running IBM's TotalStorage Productivity Center (TPC) software. The TPC Reporter will extract storage 

subsystem information and hourly performance statistics from the TPC workstation. Extracted statistics are 

compiled locally, and transcribed into a white-paper style PDF file, which is saved on the local machine. The 

report will contain information detailing your storage server utilization. 

 

The Reporter will generate reports for subsystem types DS8k, DS6k, DS4k, SVC, and ESS.  3584 Tape Library 

Family subsystems are currently NOT supported. 

 

The automatically generated report will contain an overview of the subsystem information, basic attributes of 

each subsystem components, a performance summary of each component, aggregate statistics of each 

component, and charts detailing information about each component instance.  Component types reported are 

Subsystem, Ports, Arrays, and Volumes.  Additional SVC component types reported are I/O Groups, Nodes, 

MDisks, VDisks. 

 

Usage Requirements: 
 

IBM TotalStorage Productivity Center 

 

1. The IBM TPC Reporter for Disk supports IBM TotalStorage Productivity Center releases 3.3.3.81 and 

above. 

2. The IBM TPC Reporter for Disk must be run on a workstation that has network connectivity with the 

IBM TotalStorage Productivity Center for Disk. 

3. The following TPC tasks must be run any time prior to the running of the data extraction: Collect 

Performance Statistics. 

 

Local Workstation 

1. Minimum 1GB RAM to report on very large subsystems. 

2. Processing time can take as long as one hour on T40 class ThinkPads, for large subsystem 

configurations and/or very long timeframes.

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Installation Instructions: 
 

Microsoft Windows 

 

Run the installer by executing (or double-clicking) the file TPCReporter.exe.  You must have administrator 

permissions to install on Windows NT/2000/XP. 

 

Usage Instructions: 

 

Launch the Reporter 

 

Microsoft Windows 

a. Click Start Button. 

b. Select Programs 

c. Select the IBM TPC Reporter for Disk folder 

d. Select the IBM TPC Reporter for Disk icon 

 

1. Start the Report Generation Process. 

 

 
 

a. Press the “Start” button to begin. 
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2. Enter Connection Information. 

 
 

a. Fill in all fields and press the “Continue” button 

b. Port number is typically 9550 

c. UserID can be any TPC account that has permission to read performance data 

 

3. Select the Subsystem to Report. 

 

 
 

a. Select a valid subsystem within the defaults displayed in the panel. 

b. Press the “Select” button. 
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4. Select the Date Range. 

 

 
a. Select a time period to report. 

b. Press the “Select” button. 

 

5. (Optional) Select Variable Date Range. 

 

 
 

a. Select a time period to report. 

b. Press the “Select” button. 

 

6. Select Components. 

 

 
a. Select which subsystem components to include in the report, for ESS & DS-type systems.  All 

components are selected by default. 
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b. Select which subsystem components to include in the report, for SVC-type systems.  All 

components are selected by default. 

 

7. Enter Customer information. 

 

 
 

a. Fill in all fields and the press Continue 
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8. Enter IBM/Partner Information. 

 

 
 

a. Fill in all fields and the press Continue 

 

9. Select File Name to Save Report as. 
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10. Close the Reporter. 

 

 
 

a. Press the “Exit” button to close the Reporter. 

 

 

 

Batch Mode Reporting 

 

1. Click the “Batch” button 

2. Follow the dialog steps as usual, entering the report info for the disk server to be 

reported. 

3. The Reporter will prompt you to save a “.bat” file 

4. The Reporter will also prompt you for a directory to save reports. 

5. Execute the “.bat” file to execute a gui-less report for the parameters you entered in 

step 2.  The “.bat” file can be executed automatically from Windows Scheduler for the 

period of the report, say every 7 days for a 7 day report.
