BlackBerry WebWorks application development lifecycle
consists of the following steps:

Developing the app web code by using the IDE of your choice
Previewing and debugging the app in the BlackBerry Ripple tool
Using the WebWorks SDK to package the app web code

Running the application on a BlackBerry Smartphone / Tablet
Simulator or handset device

Signing and deploying the application to BlackBerry App World

BlackBerry WebWorks SDK requires a 32-bit Java™ Development
Kit (JDK), version 1.6 or later, to be installed on the development

host.

To create a BlackBerry 10 application, first define the
WEBWORKS _ HOME environment variable.

The value of this variable must be the path to your WebWorks
SDK.
