The CICS Explorer enables you to create
customizable task-oriented views. It is intended to act as the tooling integration point for
the CICS runtime and to provide a rich set of CICS views, data, methods, and features
that are easily extensible by IBM, vendors, and clients.

The CICS Explorer is available for use with both Microsoft Windows (as SupportPac C511)
and Linux (as SuppertPac C510) operating systems, and connects to CICS Transaction
System for 2/0S V3.1, or later.
