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About this book

This book describes how to complete the installation of IBM Breeze for SCLM for
z/0OS (“Breeze”), after you have followed the instructions in the Breeze Program
Directory. The Breeze Program Directory describes the System Modification
Program/Extended (SMP/E) installation of Breeze; this book describes the
post-SMP/E installation. This book assumes that SMP/E installation is complete.

The book is organized into several steps, with checkpoints along the way for
Installation Verification Procedure (IVP) testing. These steps should be followed in
the order that they are presented.

When you have successfully completed all of the steps and run all of the IVP jobs
described in this book, see the Breeze Planning and Administration Guide for further
steps you might need to complete before using Breeze.

Who should read this book

This book is aimed at system administrators who are familiar with installing
products under z/OS or OS/390.

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Chapter 1. Installation Overview

This chapter describes the components of Breeze, and lists the JCL members that
you will be using to install these components.

Breeze Components

Breeze consists of these components:

Package database
VSAM data set containing Breeze package records and (optionally) the
three types of record for defining approvers: inventory junction records,
approver group records and approver records.

Package records are created during the SCLM promote function by one of
the Breeze user exits (see below).

The records for defining approvers are only required if your site uses
Breeze to vote on package promotion. When you have completed the steps
in this book, see the Breeze Planning and Administration Guide for
information about using the Breeze batch utilities to define approvers.

User exits
Programs that customize the SCLM build and promote functions (for
example, to create package records in the Breeze package database). For a
detailed description of what these exits do, see the Breeze User’s Guide.

ISPF components
Various ISPF pop-up windows that the Breeze user exits display during
SCLM foreground processing. These are also described in the Breeze User’s
Guide.

CTS server
Combines:

* An HTTP server that hosts the Breeze Web interface
with
* Software that allows the Web interface to access the package database

Web interface
A Web page, hosted by the CTS server, that allows users to view and vote
on packages. This Web page consists of a single HTML file and a Java
applet. The HTML file acts as a container for the applet, allowing it to run
inside a Web browser. To use the Breeze Web interface, users point their
Web browsers to the HTML file on the CTS server. The HTML file contains
tags that cause the browser to download the applet from the CTS server,
and run the applet inside the browser. For information on using this
applet, see the Breeze User’s Guide.

Batch utilities
Various utilities for maintaining or reporting on the Breeze package
database (for example, to define approvers, delete old package records, or
report on specified packages).

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Chapter 3. Steps to Checkpoint One

Step 1. Review Software and Hardware Considerations

In this step you will review the system, software, and hardware requirements for
product installation.

System Requirements

To successfully install Breeze, the following system requirements must be in place

at your installation:

* OS/390 Version 2 Release 7 or later, or z/OS Version 1 Release 1 or later

* Dedicated port number for CTS server (described in [“Step 7c. Configure the Javal
[CONTROL Member-- BZZ$CNTL” on page 26). This port number must be

higher than 1024, as port numbers lower than this are reserved for internal
system services.

* One authorized LOADLIB
¢ IP address of mainframe or named server on mainframe

e SMTP server (required for email notification)
¢ SYSOUT class and name of SMTP server
* SYSOUT class for internal job submission
* One of the following;:
— Microsoft Internet Explorer 5.0 or later
— Netscape 4.7 or later

Software Requirements

Breeze requires that IBM’s Software and Configuration Library Manager (SCLM) be
implemented on your mainframe. Additionally, at least one SCLM Project must be
defined. Before proceeding, contact your systems administrator to ensure that these
requirements are in place.

Product Space Requirements

The table below outlines the space requirements for the Breeze product software
and supporting libraries. Note that the following estimates are based on 3390 track
allocations.

Step 4. Ensure Database Integrity Through GRS or Similar Product

The IBM product that is typically used to manage cross-system enqueues is the
Global Resource Serialization (GRS) product. Sample setup parameters are shown
below.

In this step, you will define the product enqueue name to GRS (or your choice of a
similar program). If you are running SCLM suite products in a multi-LPAR and/or

multi-CPU environment where the product database(s) will be accessed from
multiple operating system images, this step is required. This specifically applies to
Parallel Sysplex implementations.

Database File Integrity

Breeze utilizes standard VSAM files for data storage. Internal product processing
utilizes the operating system ENQ/DEQ macros when performing VSAM file
access. The SYSTEMS option on the ENQ macro is used to ensure that cross-system
file locking is performed. The Breeze QNAME is called CIGQNAME. The RNAME
is the VSAM data set name (dsname).

Recommended GRS Parameters

The GRS parameters recommended for the CIGONAME are:

RNLDEF RNL(INCL) TYPE(GENERIC)
QNAME (CIGQNAME)
RNLDEF RNL(CON) TYPE(GENERIC)
QNAME (CIGQNAME)

Step 5. Set Up the Sample CIGINI Initialization File

In this step you will create the CIGINI load module that contains various product
parameters such as product password, database names, and the product load
library name.

Creating a CIGINI Load Module

The CIGINI load module must be located in the Breeze LOADLIB (SBZZLOAD).
Create the CIGINI load module by executing the JCL in member BZZSM]04 of the
SBZZJCL data set. As input to the job, you will need to do the following:

1. Modify BZZSMJ04. A sample CIGINI text member, shown below, is located
in-stream in this SBZZJCL member. Change the configuration statements to
reflect your site’s information.

2. Submit BZZSMJ04 to create your CIGINI. When successful, a new load
(CIGINI) will be added to the Breeze LOADLIB (SBZZLOAD).

CIGINI Sections

The CIGINI text shown below (available in the SBZZJCL data set) contains the
options necessary for running Breeze using the sample database created in
[Set Up the Breeze Sample Database” on page 9} The CIGINI text member is
divided into sections as described below:

COMMON SECTION parameters common to all SCLM suite products

Breeze product parameters

The COMMON SECTION is always required. Inclusion of additional sections is
dependent upon the SCLM suite products that you are installing.

If you are also installing IBM Cloud 9 for SCLM for z/OS (“Cloud 9”), then you
must modify the Cloud 9 members CLZ]JDYN and CLZJIBM to include the Breeze
libraries. Also, you must modify the CIGINI member in Cloud 9 to include the
DEFINE BRSCLM SECTION described below.

Note: This step of setting up the CIGINI initialization file should also terminate
with COND CODE=0.

Database Backup and Restore Jobs

The VSAM files used by Breeze require regular maintenance and monitoring. In
this step you will set up the database backup and maintenance job for the Breeze
Package database. Note that this job will need to be implemented for all Breeze
databases. The JCL member to accomplish this (BZZSM]J05) is located in the

SBZZ]JCL data set.

Step 7a. Modify BZZSMSRV

The Breeze TCP/IP server (also known as the CTS server) is an application
specially designed to support the Breeze Web interface.

JCL to Invoke the Breeze CTS Server
The JCL member to invoke the CTS server (BZZSMSRV), shown in
ﬂ

ge 20}, is located in the SBZZJCL data set.

Attention: It is important that BZZSMSRV (as well as BZZSMPKG and
BZZSMPRT) be reviewed for non-standard JCL issues.

Authorized Dataset Requirement
The CTS server must run from an authorized library due to RACROUTE calls

made at logon time. If the target load library is not an authorized data set, then
you must copy the target load library into the authorized library for server
execution.

Timeout Parameter
Note, also, that this job MUST NOT TIME OUT. If the job is being run in batch,

then you must specify a time parameter of TIME=NOLIMIT on the job card. This
job can also be made a started task.

There are two JCL shells pointed to by the BZZSMSRV: BZZSMPKG and
BZZSMPRT. These members are JCL shells that set certain controls used by Breeze
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to submit SCLM print and batch package jobs. Please review the job card portion
of the JCL members to verify that the job card information is correct for your
installation.

Note also the following:

1. The job name must remain JC1 . The CTS server builds the job name from
browser data.

2. If your installation requires a password for email or TSO SEND, or if, for
authorization reasons, you need to submit a job with a different userid, use the
jobcard options in the Alternative section of the JCL listed below.

3. If the BZZSMPRT and BZZSMPKG JCL shells do not include a //JC1
USERID,PASSWORD directive, then the job submitted through the server may
have to be owned by the server id. Please review the job submission security
issues with your security administrator to see how security is set up for your
installation. This will determine how the jobcard on the BZZSMPRT and
BZZSMPKG needs to be defined.

Step 7c. Configure the Java CONTROL Member-- BZZ$SCNTL

The Breeze product needs to know the port number to use for all communications
between the server and browser, information that is completely determined by
your systems personnel.

If the port number
in BZZ$CNTL is incorrect, there will be an error message in the CIGLISTN
trace dd stating that the communication path cannot be established on the
port provided.

It is recommended that the Breeze port be reserved in TCP/IP for Breeze
use only. Port reservation is generally handled by the network systems
programmer and is implemented by updating the TCPIP.PROFILE data set.

Additionally, the port number provided in the BZZ$CNTL sample member
is only an example; the number that you use will likely be different.

Step 8. CTS Server Installation Verification
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To test the CTS server:

Attention: Because the CTS server task utilizes the TCP/IP stack and a cancel
does not always clean up storage, it is recommended that the MVS console
command method be used over simply canceling the job.

Restart the Server
Re-submit the server JCL (BZZSMSRV) for the next test.

Database Considerations

When the CTS server task is started, the Breeze package database is initialized and
allocated to the CTS server task.

Step 9. Customizing and Testing the Breeze Web interface

The Breeze Web interface allows users to view and vote on packages over the Web.
The interface consists of a single HTML file and a Java applet. The HTML file acts
as a container for the applet, allowing it to run inside a Web browser. To use the
Breeze Web interface, users point their Web browsers to the HTML file at the Web
address of your CTS server. The HTML file contains an <applet> tag that causes
the browser to download the applet from your CTS server, and run the applet
inside the browser.

In this step, you modify the <applet> tag in the sample HTML file (member
BZZHTML in SBZZJCL) to refer to the Web address of your CTS server. Then you
copy the modified HTML file to SBZZJAVA, renaming it to BRSCLM. Finally, you
test the Breeze Web interface by pointing your browser to http://ip-
addr:port/brscim.html, logging in and viewing a list of packages in the sample
Breeze package database.

BZZHTML

A sample HTML file (BZZHTML) is included in the SBZZJCL target library. The
only customization required is that you need to add your installation’s host IP
address and CTS server port number to the archive and codebase attributes of the
<applet> tag, as shown below in bold.

By default, when you login, the main panel displays a list of the packages that
require your approval. However, because you have not yet been identified to
Breeze as an approver, there are no packages for you to approve, so the main panel
displays the message NO DATA RETURNED FROM HOST.

To test that the Java applet can access the package database:

1. Click Packages by Status at the top left of the main panel. The main panel
should display a list of the packages in the sample database.
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2. Click one of the packages in the list.

3. Click the Contents tab (one of the row of tabs near the center of the main
panel). This tab displays a list of the source members in the selected package.

4. Click one of the source members in the Contents tab. A dialog with several
buttons appears, offering information about the source member.

5. Click the Browse button. A new browser window appears, displaying the
contents of the selected source member.

To finish testing, close both browser windows.

Step 13. Approver Notification for Breeze Applet
Step 13a. Configure the SMTP Server to Support Email

This step is optional and only needs to be performed if Email notification via an
SMTP server is required. If only TSO SEND messages are to be used then go to
Step 13b.

The Email interface serves as a companion piece to the standard approver
notification. Once selected as an approver, anytime there are packages in need of
approval the user will receive an email that contains an html link to the Breeze
product.

How does it Work?

With its TCP/IP services, IBM bundles a Simple Mail Transfer Protocol (SMTP)
server. In order to enable Breeze to pass the messages to SMTP for handling, you
must:

1. Format the commands and the body of the message text

2. Write that data to a sysout class that has the SMTP server associated with it as
a sysout writer.

Configure the SMTP Interface
In order to configure the email interface, you will need to collect the following
items and information from your systems programming personnel:

* The name of the SMTP address space.
* The sysout class to write the SMTP data to.

* The fully qualified machine name, for example, p390.companyname.com.

Step 13b. Create the Configuration Member $$$$SMTP

This member must exist, as it contains not only the optional SMTP server
information but also information required for sending TSO messages. If an SMTP
server is not required then the SMTP information can be set to dummy values but
must exist in this member. The JCL is required in this member in order to put the
TSO SEND messages created during a batch promote onto the internal reader.

Once you have the information you need from the systems programming
personnel, you will be ready to create configuration member $$$$SMTP in the
BZZ.SBZZJAVA target library. Member BZZ$SMTP in the SBZZJCL target library,
an example of which is shown below, contains several lines of configuration
information, with the data starting in the first column on both lines. You must
copy the member BZZ$SMTP to member name $$$$SMTP in the SBZZJAVA target
library.

FROMUSER=
is the override for SMTP Mail from User id. If your installation requires a
valid SMTP mail id, you must code one into this syntax. If your
installation does not require a valid SMTP mail id, you may leave this
blank as Breeze will default to your TSO userid

INTERNAL_READER
is the class and program that handles the internal reader for batch TSO
send commands.

/I Section
is the REQUIRED JCL required thru the SYSTSIN DD* line. Be sure to
include a valid jobcard. The formatted send commands will be appended
to this JCL and submitted to the internal reader.

It can be found in the
SBZZ]JCL target library. Rename member BZZTSTTO to TESTTO, modify it,
and save into the SBZZJAVA data set. Since the test program (BZZEMAIL) will
use this member, TESTTO should contain actual email addresses, preferably
ones that you can access on-site.

3. Return Codes:

* When the return code is zero but no email has been received, you need to
examine the output of the job. The SMTP server will periodically drain the
spool queues that specify the SMTP server as the writer. If you see output for
CIGEMAIL, it means that either the SMTP server has not yet drained the
queue, or that the name of the SMTP started task that you specified as the
writer name is incorrect.

¢ If the return code is not zero, you will need to examine the CIGLOG output
for messages.

TESTTO is a sample for the purpose of validating that the $$$$SMTP control
member is configured correctly and that the SMTP server at your installation is
running.

The actual Breeze notification interface utilizes email addresses that are stored
in the Breeze database and does not store or look for email attributes in
TESTTO or any other location.

Step 13c. Configure the $$SHTML Member

The Breeze Approver notification interface expects to find a member called
$$HTML in the SBZZJAVA target library. This member MUST exist. This is the
message that will be sent to approvers” Email ID and/or TSO userid when the
SCLM promote function is used to request package promotion.

A sample member BZZ$HTML can be found in the SBZZJCL target library. This
member must be renamed to $$HTML.
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$$HTML needs to be modified to include your IP address and port number as
defined early in this manual. Any other changes will be cosmetic to the end user.

Attention: Please review the modification comments prior to making any
modifications. In HTML comments are denoted using a '<!” as the first character
and ">’ as the last.

If you include the symbol %%PACKAGEID (in all uppercase) in $$HTML, then
before Breeze sends the e-mail, it replaces %%PACKAGEID with the package
name.

The following BZZ$HTML sample member, renamed to $$HTML, can be found in
the SBZZ]CL library provided on the product tape. The bolded section of the http
statement must be modified to reflect the location of your server.

activity log. See log.

administrator. Person responsible for using batch

utilities on the host to:

¢ Define Breeze records for inventory junctions,
approver groups and individual approvers

* Create reports of package activity

¢ Delete Breeze records of old packages

approved. A package status. Indicates either:

* The package was in pending status, and approvers
have voted. In every approver group, there is a
quorum of votes; all required approvers have voted
and more than half of the votes cast were “for”
(approve) votes. The package has not yet been
promoted.

or

* The package does not require approval, but has not
yet been promoted.

If the package reaches approved status before its
execution window end date, then the package can be
promoted.

However, if there is a problem with the SCLM promote
copy or purge phase,then the promotion will fail, and
the package will go into incomplete status.,

approver. A Breeze user who is responsible for voting
on (approving or vetoing) requests to promote
members from a particular inventory location to the
next higher group in the project hierarchy.

To vote, approvers use either the Breeze Web interface
or the host-based voting batch utility. Approvers can
use the Breeze Web interface to leave notes explaining
their vote, and view package information: summaries,
status, activity logs, source member contents and
line-by-line changes, member collisions, ballot (who has
voted, and how) and notes left by other approvers.

If your site does not use Breeze for voting, then there
will be no approvers defined, and the role of
administrator will be limited to creating reports of
package activity and deleting Breeze records of old
packages.

approver group. A set of approvers. An approver
group can be assigned to an inventory location by an
inventory junction record.

blank. A package status. Indicates that the Breeze
administrator has run the delete batch utility on a
package, leaving only summary and log information.

general user. A Breeze user who can use the Breeze
Web interface to view package information. Unlike

approvers, general users cannot vote. A general user is
anyone with a TSO user ID on the host where Breeze is
installed.

host. The OS/390 or z/OS system where Breeze is
installed.

inventory junction record. A type of Breeze record
that links an inventory location to an approver group.

inventory location. A particular SCLM project, group,
type and language. Identifies a set of source members
in an SCLM project hierarchy.

log. A history of the actions performed on a package.
Contains the action type, date and time, return code
and user ID that performed the action.

package. An SCLM high-level (HL) architecture
member. Developers create packages to identify source
members that should be promoted together because
they contain related changes. For details, see the SCLM
Project Manager’s and Developer’s Guide.

package status. One of the following: pending,
approved, vetoed, promoted, promotion failed, updated
or blank.

pending. A package status. Indicates that a developer
has used the SCLM promote function to request
approval to promote a package. Breeze caused the
promote function to fail because the package requires
approval. Approvers can now vote on the package.

promoted. A package status. Indicates that SCLM has
promoted the package.

quorum. The number of votes required in an approver
group before the group vote can be decided as
“approve” or “veto”. (An approver group with
required approvers cannot have a quorum of zero. A
quorum must be equal to or greater than the number of
required approvers in the group.)

required approver. An approver whose vote is
required before the vote of the approver group can be
decided.

updated. A package status (displayed online with a
leading asterisk, like this: *UPDATED). Indicates that the
package has been rebuilt since the request for approval.
The package cannot be promoted (because source
members might have been changed). The administrator
can reset the package to its previous status by running
the reset utility, BZZSM]JD1.

vetoed. A package status. Indicates that, in at least one
approver group, there is a quorum of votes, all
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required approvers in the group have voted, and at
least half of the votes cast by the group were “against”
(veto) votes. The package cannot be promoted.
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
