The | SPF Workstation Agent can be used for several different functions:
» Digplaying ISPF panelsin GUI mode using Windows 95/NT display functions.

> Edit mvs/host files using a workstation editor such as Notepad or Wordpad.
(They can then be saved on your workstation or printed using network printers)

> Edit or View workstation/pc files with 1SPF.

The I1SPF Workstation Agent (WSA) component of ISPF enables you to run ISPF on a
workstation and display the panels using the display function of your pc operating system.
Manuals in the ISPF library refer to this as running in GUI mode.

One reason for using the ISPF Client/Server function is to offload CPU cycles from the host to a
less expensive workstation. But even if that is not your goal, an added benefit is that your users
can use the connection for distributed editing. This means that they can use their favorite editor to
work with your data, whether that means using the ispf editor on host and workstation files, or
using a workstation editor, such as Notepad or Wordpad , on the same files.

By making the connection to the workstation, a user can edit workstation files on ISPF, or host
files on his workstation.  When using a workstation editor you have the ability to print files to
your workgtation’s network attached printers or to save the file to your workstation. This can be
used as an dternative to transferring files to and from mvs.

To use |SPF Workstation you will need to:

> Ingdl the ISPF Workstation Agent

» Egtablish a Workstation Connection

» Cusgtomize the Workstation Tool Integration

In addition to editing mvs files usng your workstation editor, you can o edit files that
are stored on your pc by entering their path and name in the Workgtation File field.



Ways in which to start an ISPF Workstation Connection:

The Workstation Agent must already be started on your pc.

Y ou can start an ispf workstation connection any time during an ispf session by going
through the steps of sdlecting panels Menu/ Settings/ Workgtation / Connection from the
ISPF Action Bar. (WSA must be running on the PC).

Exit ISPF and enter one of the following commands at the TSO ‘READY’ prompt.
Y ou would enter the ip address of your workstation.

I SPF GUI(1P:xxX.XXX.XXX.XX,NOGUIDSP)
Start a workstation connection, but without a GUI display. 1SPF will appear as it always has
but you will have the ability to edit files on the workstation.

I SPF GUI (I P:XXXXXXXXX.XX)
Start ISPF in GUI mode.

I SPF GUI(IP:xxx.xxx.xxx.xX) GUISCRW(133)
Start ISPF in GUI mode with a screen width size of 133 characters. Thisis useful when
displaying output in SDSF.

To start a WS Connection during logon you can enter the |SPF GUI command in the
Command Field on the logon panel.
