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1 Description

Prospect® 8.0.4 P5 is a patch release for Prospect. It is a cumulative release and can be
applied to 8.0.4.1 release or to one of the Prospect patches, from 8.0.4 P2 through 8.0.4
P4, in order to bring a system up to the 8.0.4 P5 release point.

Check you have a prerequisite version installed on your system, by running the
show i nst al | ed command. Notice that 8.0.4.1 release is displayed as 8.0.4.1, 8.0.4
P2 as 8.0.4.2,8.0.4 P3 as 8.0.4.3 and 8.0.4 P4 as 8.0.4.4.

This patch contains the fixes to some issues faced during the BH job execution and an
enhancement to the ‘ps-mgr purge’ command.

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3 Installation and Upgrade Instructions

This section describes how to install the Prospect patch, 8.0.4 P5. This patch can be
uninstalled (see section 3.7).

3.1 Network Timeouts

If your system has a security policy in place such that a session is disconnected after a
lengthy period of apparent inactivity, you should disable it during this upgrade. There is
the possibility that an upgrade can take a while to run. Since no user input is required
during the most of the upgrade, this can make the upgrade session appear idle. If
timeouts are not disabled, the upgrade terminal could be disconnected during the
upgrade.

install.sh [ -install | -uninstall | -help ]

New Configuration Option

PartMaintSessions

PartMaintSessions is the maximum number of slave sessions that can be created during
the part_maint job. The default is 1 session.

Part_maint is currently designed as a single-session Prospect job. As the volume of work
climbs due to an increase in the number of tables (i.e. pegs) and an increase in the
volume of data (i.e. larger networks), we need to move to a higher throughput,
multiple-session design. This new design allows part_maint to take advantage of the
increased number of CPU’s available on these large systems. Part_maint is enhanced to
use a single master session and a configurable number of slave sessions to perform the
operations.

The recommended value is 8 and can be incremented gradually up to a maximum value
of 16, depending on the number of CPUs.

To set the number of sessions, do the following:

$ sql pl us $DB_CONNECT

SQL> conmit;

BHSessions is the maximum number of slave sessions that can be created during the BH
job. The default is 1 session.

The typical values chosen range between 4 and 16 depending on the number of available
CPUs. Each session requires its own CPU. Available CPUs vary depending on the
configuration and load on the target box.

4.1.3 BHSlices

BHSlices is the maximum number of sliced tasks that can be created during the BH job.
The default is equal to the BHSessions parameter value.

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4.1.4 SummationSessions

SummationSessions is the maximum number of slave sessions that can be created
during the SUMMATION job. The default is 1 session.

The typical values chosen range between 4 and 16 depending on the number of available
CPUs. Each session requires its own CPU. Available CPUs vary depending on the
configuration and load on the target box.

4.1.4.1 How to set SummationSessions parameter

4.1.5 SummationParallelHint

The Summation query has been modified to support a PARALLEL option as part of the
INSERT/SELECT Summation query. This value is controlled by a new System
Parameter, which can be tuned and set by the IBM support personnel.

This patch fixes a known Soft Alarm issue introduced in code 8.0.4.1 which suppresses
the trigger of soft alarms. Please apply this patch immediately to all 8.0.4.1 based
applications which use the soft alarm feature.
