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With many IMS™ experts at the end of their careers, IMS skills in the industry 
have been eroding. New IT staff may not have strong mainframe skills.  
Yet, IMS is still critical to many businesses, and they rely on IBM to help fill 
the education gap. Maintaining IMS skills also means maintaining IMS instead 
of replacing it.
