Overview: 

 
i2 Transportation Manager version 6.1.5 was tested on IBM eServer pSeries 570 
with IBM DB2 UDB Enterprise Server Edition V8.1 with Fix Pack 3.  Operating 
System level was AIX 5.2 ML04. TotalStorage DS4500 Disk Storage System was 
used for database storage.

Testing level achieved:  Standard 
 
Testing 
 

The 16 processor test box p5-570 was configured into two logical partitions.  The 
i2 TM application and WebSphere application server was installed on one 
partition and the DB2 database was installed on the second partition.  The 
database partition was connected to the DS4500 Storage system. 

 
Initially, each partition had 8 processors.   In this configuration, the performance 
of the application server was CPU bound while the database server was idle. 
Based on this observation,   the logical partition configuration was changed to 12 
processors for the application partition and 4 processors for the database 
partition.  Each partition was configured with a 32 GB real memory.    
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During the test runs the application server used a maximum of approximately 6 
GB for concurrent tests and13 GB for transactional tests of the 32 GB available 
and the database server used approximately 16  GB and  12 GB respectively of 
the 32 GB available

Testing results obtained:  

 
During Transactional, test run the application server used a maximum of 
approximately 13 GB of the 32 GB available and the database server used 
approximately 12 GB of the 32 GB available. Average CPU utilization was 83% 
(high - 100% for CreateShipment and LoadProcessing, low - 50% for LoadBuild 
operations) on the application server and 56% (high 80% for LoadBuild, low 35% 
for SetToPlanned-Rating operations) on the database server.
